These versatile activities are supported by experienced mentors, professors,
and lecturers of the St. Petersburg Conservatory, for whom the Internation-
al Week is an opportunity to see their students in action and share their
achievements and experiences with Russian and foreign colleagues.

The Festival has accomplished a lot in a quarter-century, and it is optimistic
about the future, even though the work is not going to be easy: the time is
never easy for those who create new ideas and implement creative plans in the
field of academic music. But it is a true pride and great joy to work for the best
of the Alma mater and the new generations of Conservatory alumni!

» THE D.D.SHOSTAKOVICH ST. PETERSBURG
ACADEMIC PHILHARMONIA.
GRAND HALL

The Grand Hall of the St. Petersburg Philharmonia is one of the best
concert halls in Europe. The building was constructed in 1839 by the
architect Paul Jacot (the fagade was designed by Carlo Rossi) for the
St. Petersburg Assembly of the Nobility. This first-class concert hall
can accommodate over 1,500 people, and since the 1840s it has been
the centre of St. Petersburg’s music scene. Numerous renowned musi-
cians of the nineteenth and twentieth centuries have performed in the
concert hall, including Clara Schumann, Viardo, Liszt, Berlioz, Wagner,
Mabhler, Schoenberg, Igor Stravinsky, Barték, Hindemith, and Britten,
as well as Klemperer, Bruno Walter, Stokowski, Cortot, Schnabel, Ar-
thur Rubinstein, Horowitz, Fischer-Dieskau, Sviatoslav Richter, Gilels,
Michelangeli, Gould, Menuhin, Rostropovich and many others. Many
works of such exponents of the Russian classical tradition as Borodin,
Mussorgsky, Tchaikovsky, Rimsky-Korsakov and Glazunov premiered
here. The Grand Hall hosted many premiéres of symphonies by Dmi-
tri Shostakovich, whose name the St. Petersburg Academic Philhar-
monia, opened in 1921, bears. The Boston, Philadelphia, Cleveland,
and Chicago orchestras, the Berlin Philharmonic, the Vienna Philhar-
monic, the New York Philharmonic, and the Royal Concertgebouw
Orchestra have all performed in the Grand Hall. The leading orches-
tra of the St. Petersburg Philharmonia is the Honoured Ensemble of
Russia, the St. Petersburg Philharmonic Orchestra. For half a century
(1938-1988) the distinguished Russian conductor Evgeny Mravinsky
directed the orchestra. From 1988 to 2023 Yuri Temirkanov, one of our
most famous contemporary conductors, was the orchestra’s Artistic
Director and Principal Conductor. The current Principal Conductor
is People’s Artist of Russia Nikolai Alexeev.

The Small Hall of the St. Petersburg Philharmonia, one of the best
chamber concert halls in the world, was opened to the public in 1949
in a beautiful mansion that dates back to the mid-eighteenth century.
Since 1802, the Russian Philharmonic Society has given its concerts in
this hall, which also hosted the world premiére of Beethoven’s Missa
Solemnis (1824). In 1828 Prince Vasily Engelhardt became the owner
of this building and opened the first music salon in Russia’s “Northern
Capital” Engelhardt’s salon was visited by all the elite of St. Petersburg:
Vasily Zhukovsky, Alexander Pushkin, Mikhail Lermontov, Ivan Tur-
genev, Anton Rubinstein, and guests to the city such as Pauline Viar-
dot, Franz Liszt, Karol Lipinski, and Henri Vieuxtemps. In the 20" and
21" centuries the Small Hall has hosted concerts by David Oistrakh,
Grigory Sokolov, Eliso Virsaladze, Natalia Gutman, Yuri Bashmet,
Gustav Leonhardt, Elena Obraztsova, Katia Ricciarelli, Olga Borodina,
Evgeny Nesterenko, Dmitri Hvorostovsky and others. Premiéres of
works by Shostakovich, Sviridov, Shchedrin, Andrei Petrov, Tishchen-
ko and Slonimsky have taken place in the Small Hall.

» THE CONCERT HALL OF THE MARIINSKY THEATRE

The Concert Hall of the Mariinsky Theatre opened its doors to the
public in 2007. It is the theatre and concert venue, designed accord-
ing to the very latest developments in construction and purpose
built to host concert programmes. With regard to its technology and
acoustics, the hall ranks alongside the world’s finest concert venues.
The Concert Hall building has historic connections with the Mari-
insky Theatre. The set workshops and Hall of the Board of the Impe-
rial Theatres were located on this site. In 2003 a fire broke out in the
set workshops that destroyed almost all the costumes and sets be-
ing stored there. Maestro Valery Gergiev made the decision to build
a new concert hall on the site of the old workshops, fully retaining
the historic fagade which had miraculously survived the fire. The
Concert Hall has hosted performances by various symphony or-
chestras, including the London, Bamberg and Munich philharmonic
orchestras, and renowned instrumentalists, conductors and opera
soloists, among them Znaider, Matsuev, Berezovsky, Salonen, Jarvi,
Muti, Netrebko, Leiferkus, Pape, and Furlanetto.

» THE ST. PETERSBURG
STATE ACADEMIC CAPELLA

The St. Petersburg State Academic Capella is the oldest Russian
professional musical institution. Its buildings are located between
the embankment of the Moika River and Bolshaya Konushennaya
Street. In early 19" century Emperor Alexander I assigned it to
the Court Orchestra and commissioned the reconstruction of
the building to the architect named Luigi Rusca. In 1830s Ludwig
Charlemagne designed a concert hall, that was built soon after.
Between 1887 and 1889 all the buildings of the Capella were un-
der reconstruction. The architect Leon Benois paid special atten-
tion not only to facades or interior design, but also to the acous-
tics of the concert hall. The stage was specially designed to house
an organ, which was transported from a Dutch church and set up
later, in 1928. In September 1941 a dud bomb hit the Tsar Pavil-
ion of the Capella, so that it had to be demolished. The Pavilion
was rebuilt in 2000. In 1970s, a gallery was designed next to the
concert hall. It was used for exhibiting canvases and photos that
the visitors of the concert hall could visit during the intervals
in performances. Its concert schedule is rich and versatile, it is
a place to launch premieres, invite both famous performers and
those who have just begun their careers.

» THEHERMITAGE THEATRE

The construction of the Hermitage Theatre, which design was com-
missioned from Giacomo Quarenghi in 1783 by Catherine the Great,
was completed in 1787. The building is characterised by harmony
and balance of architectural forms and is a perfect example of late
18" century Russian classicism. The Hermitage Theatre auditorium
is an amphitheatre with six rows of benches. Theatre performances
became a traditional part of court life from the 18" century onwards,
and accompanied many celebrations. Today the Hermitage Theatre
hall is considered to be one of the best theatre and concert stages
in St. Petersburg and hosts plays, concerts and festivals. Its foyer is
a popular place for exhibitions.

» THE ARMORIAL HALL OF THE WINTER PALACE

The Armorial Hall is the second largest ceremonial chamber of the
Winter Palace with its area of one thousand square meters. The Hall
has changed its name, interior design and functionality for several
times throughout its history. Its place was initially occupied by the
Bright Gallery built in the Baroque style that connected the Jordan
Staircase and the Cathedral of the Vernicle. The Gallery was reno-
vated in the style of classicism by Yuri Felten in 1775 and changed
its name to the White Hall. It was used as an anteroom where the
emperor’s invitees could wait for their time, where the balls with
music and dancing were held. After the great fire of 1837 it was re-
constructed in the Russian Neoclassical style by the architect Vasily
Stasov and was used only for official ceremonies. The Hall was made
longer by twelve meters. At the entrance there are sculptural groups
of ancient Russian warriors (created by August Streichenberg) hold-
ing the banners with small shields on their shafts, bearing the coats
of arms of the Russian provinces. In addition, their heraldic symbols
decorate the gilded bronze chandeliers which gave the new name
to the Hall. There is also a colonnade supporting a balcony with
a balustrade. The grand interior of the Armorial Hall features the
peculiar arrangement of French windows and high gilded columns.
At the centre of the Hall there is a tremendous vase made of aven-
turine from the Taganay Mountains, weighing over four tons. It was
designed by Ivan Galberg and crafted by Gavrila Nalimov.

Conservatory. The Jazz Philharmonic Hall, created to advocate jazz
as a serious and highly spiritual form of musical art, is counted
among the world’s elite jazz clubs. The best performers from St. Pe-
tersburg, Russia and around the world play all varieties of jazz on
the venue’s stage, from blues to contemporary forms. The venue’s
concert hall can seat 180 people comfortably at its tables and also
features a central dance floor. Among the international jazz stars
who have performed at the venue are David Baker, Richie Cole, Ed-
die Gomez, and Benny Golson. The SBN acoustic systems ensure
that every seat in the house enjoys great sound.

OF THE ST. PETERSBURG CONSERVATORY

The Concert Hall of the St. Petersburg Conservatory is situated on
the second floor of the new conservatory building, known as the
former General Kriegs-Commissariat (2 Glinki St.), and is used
for academic, open chamber and subscription concerts, as well as
for live auditions. The hall boasts good acoustics, a picturesque
view of the Moyka River embankment and Potseluev Bridge, one
of the oldest in St. Petersburg, 150 seats, and two Steinway & Sons
grand pianos. With such features, the decision to continue perfor-
mances during the restoration of the main conservatory building
is understandable. In accordance with tradition, famous Russian
and international musicians, professors and students of the con-
servatory perform on the stage of Russia’s oldest music school.

» Honorary Professors
of the St. Petersburg Conservatory

The tradition to award honorary titles dates back to the ancient awards
for military merits and the conferring of ranks. Unlike other “titles”, first
and foremost, an honorary title aims to confirm the high academic level
of the awardee and their affiliation with the organisation. The St. Pe-
tersburg Conservatory, alongside with other universities in Russia, used
to award honorary titles to scholars until 1917. Under the Rules of the
Russian Musical Society of 25 October 1878, honorary titles were be-
stowed upon many illustrious musicians and composers — Johannes
Brahms, Adolph von Henselt, Joseph Joachim, Camille Saint-Saéns, and
Theodor Leschetizky. Leopold Auer, Stanislaw Gabel, Louis Gomilius,
Alexander Glazunov, Anna Yesipova, Natalia Iretskaya, Julius Johansen,
Nikolai Rimsky-Korsakov, Albert Zabel, Wilhelm Schubert, Alexander
Verzhbilovich, and Nikolai Solovyev became Honorary Professors of
St. Petersburg Conservatory. After the Russian Revolution 1917, many
titles were abolished. At the beginning of the new millennium, the In-
stitute of Honorary Professors was recreated as a successor to the tradi-
tions of the Honoured Professoriate and Honorary Membership of the
Conservatory. In 2000, the title of Honorary Professor of the Conser-
vatory was bestowed upon singer Olga Andreyeva for her courage and
fulfillment of her civic duty during World War II. Andrei Petrov was the
first to receive the title of Honorary Professor for distinguished services
in musical art in the post-revolutionary history of the Conservatory
(2002). Awarding the Honorary Professor diplomas has become one of
the traditions of the International Conservatory Week Festival. During
the International Conservatory Week Festival 2003, the title of Honor-
ary Professor was awarded to Yuri Temirkanov. Rodion Shchedrin was
awarded the title as part of the Festival in 2005. During the 6" Inter-
national Conservatory Week Festival (2006) Saulius Sondeckis received
the title of Honorary Professor. At the 7 Festival in 2007, the title was
bestowed to the famous Polish composer — Krzysztof Penderecki. In
2009, the title of Honorary Professor of the St. Petersburg Conserva-
tory was granted to the renowned musician Vladimir Ashkenazy. The
General and Artistic Director of the Mariinsky Theatre, General Direc-
tor of the Bolshoi Theatre Valery Gergiev, People’s Artist of Russia, was
awarded the title of Honorary Professor of the Conservatory during the
12" International Conservatory Week Festival (2012). The highlight of
the 14" Festival was the ceremony, during which the title was granted to
the distinguished singer, People’s Artist of the USSR, Elena Obraztso-
va. The world-famous cellist David Geringas received the title during
the 16" International Conservatory Week Festival. At the 18" Festival,
the title of Honorary Professor was awarded to Maestro Vladimir Fe-
doseyev, the People’s Artist of the USSR. The concluding concert of the
19" Conservatory Forum saw the conferment of the title of Honorary
Professor of the St. Petersburg Conservatory on Yuri Simonov, a People’s
Artist of the USSR, the Artistic Director and Principal Conductor of the
Academic Symphony Orchestra of the Moscow Philharmonia. Two cer-
emonies were held in October 2020: diplomas and mantles of Honorary
Professor were granted to Olga Borodina, a People’s Artist of Russia and
the soloist of the Mariinsky Theatre, as well as to the world-renowned
violinist Maxim Vengerov. And in October 2021, David Goloshchek-
in, People’s Artist of Russia, jazz musician, and multi-instrumentalist,
was awarded the diploma and the mantle of Honorary Professor. The
24" Festival was marked by the presentation of the diploma and mantle
of Honorary Professor to People’s Artist of Russia Nikolai Burov. Within
the framework of the anniversary 25" Festival, it is planned to award the
diploma and the mantle of Honorary Professor to the People’s Artist of
Russia Sergei Roldugin.

Sergei Roldugin is a People’s Art-
ist of Russia, a holder of the Or-
der of Honour (2011), the Order
of Alexander Nevsky (2016), the
Kazakh Order of Friendship of
the 2" degree (2017), the Order
“For Merit to the Fatherland” of
the 4™ degree (2021), he was also
awarded the Medal “For the Lib-
eration of Palmyra’”.

Sergei Roldugin graduated from
the Leningrad (St. Petersburg) State Conservatory under Professor
Anatoly Nikitin in 1975 and continued his postgraduate studies under
Professor Anatoly Nikitin as well. He is a laureate of the Prague Spring
International Music Competition in the cello category (1980).

In 1974-1984, Sergei Roldugin performed with the merited Academ-
ic Symphony Orchestra of the Leningrad Philharmonia headed by
Evgeny Mravinsky. He was the principal cellist and concertmaster of
the cello group of the Mariinsky Theatre Orchestra in 1984-2003. He
was the rector of the St. Petersburg State Conservatory in 2003-2004.
He has been performing as a conductor since 2004. Sergei Roldugin
is a guest conductor of the Mariinsky Theatre. He performs with the
leading symphony orchestras in Russia and abroad.

In 2006, he became the Artistic Director of the St. Petersburg Music
House that was also initiated by him. He has coordinated a full res-
toration of the Alexeevsky Palace, the listed building where master-
classes are held, as well as chamber concerts within the youth music
events held by the St. Petersburg Music House.

As a soloist, he collaborates with the Moscow, Novosibirsk, St. Peters-
burg and Samara Philharmonic Halls, the State Academic Symphony
Orchestra named after Evgeny Svetlanov, the Symphony Orchestra of
the State Academic Capella of St. Petersburg, he also participates in vari-
ous music festivals. Sergei Roldugin creatively collaborates with such re-
nowned conductors as Valery Gergiev, Yuri Temirkanov, Arvids Jansons,
Mariss Jansons, Saulius Sondeckis, Yuri Simonov, Martyn Brabbins.

He performs solo and with chamber ensembles in Russia and abroad.
His rich repertoire features compositions of various periods of time
and styles. Sergei Roldugin has released numerous CDs and DVDs, he
has been involved in television and radio productions.

He annually holds masterclasses in Russia, European countries, South
Korea, Japan and appears as a jury member of Russian and interna-
tional contests.

On 27 May 2025, the Academic Council of the St. Petersburg Con-
servatory assigned Sergei Roldugin the title of Honorary Professor of
the St. Petersburg Conservatory for his distinguished contribution to
the development of the global music culture.

The St. Petersburg
N. A. Rimsky-Korsakov
State Conservatory

The history of the St. Petersburg State Conservatory, the first
higher school of music in Russia, began on 21 September 1862. The
Conservatory was opened thanks to the endeavours of a group of
Russia’s most progressive musicians and educators. The most sig-
nificant figure in the group was renowned pianist and composer
Anton Rubinstein. The finest artistic forces in Russia along with
famous European musicians were invited to teach at the Conserva-
tory — Henryk Wieniawski (violin), Albert Zabel (harp), and Ce-
sare Ciardi (flute), to name but a few. Tchaikovsky was among the
Conservatory’s first graduates in 1865. Vocalists Fyodor Stravinsky,
Zarudnaya, and Ershov, pianists Safonov, Barinova, and Blumen-
feld, violinists Heifetz, Tzimbalist, and Vaiman, and composers Ly-
adov, Prokofiev, and Shostakovich among many others were affili-
ated with the Conservatory. Performance and teaching schools that
developed at the Conservatory played a significant role in the mu-
sical life of Russia, including the Leschetizky and Yesipova piano
school, Auer violin school, Davidov and Verzhbilovich cello school,
and Nissen-Saloman and Everardi vocal school. The St. Petersburg
school of composition headed by Rimsky-Korsakov has had an
unprecedented influence on the development of world music up
to the present day. In the 1920s-1930s a special music school and
music college were opened and added to the Conservatory. The
country’s first educational centre for musical theatre was opened
in the Conservatory as an opera studio. The St. Petersburg Con-
servatory enjoys a faculty whose achievements in academic stud-
ies, performance and creative fields are widely recognised. All the
leading performers from the city’s philharmonic orchestras, the-
atres and artistic associations are professors at the Conservatory.
Both orchestras of the St. Petersburg Philharmonia, the orchestras
of the Mariinsky and Mikhailovsky Opera and Ballet Theatres,
the choir and orchestra of the Academic Capella as well as other
local choirs and orchestras consist mainly of the Conservatory’s
alumni. The St. Petersburg Conservatory is a prestigious Russian
educational establishment and ranks among the world’s best music
schools alongside the Moscow Conservatory, the Paris Conserva-
tory and the Juilliard School of Music in New York. At present, the
oldest Russian Conservatory is a community of creative artists; it
comprises the Conservatory itself, the Theatre, the Special Music
School and the Folklore Centre.

David Goloshchekin is a People’s
Artist of Russia, multi-instrumental
jazz musician, improvisation virtu-
0so, arranger, and the founder and
Artistic Director of the St. Peters-
burg State Jazz Philharmonic Hall.
He is also the founder and music
director of the White Night Swing
International Jazz Festival, which
has been held in St. Petersburg since
1994. He is the author and host of
numerous radio programmes devoted to jazz, such as Jazz Kaleidoscope,
Hour of Jazz, In the Jazz World, Jazz Environment, and All That Jazz. David
Goloshchekin is one of the most respected jazz musicians in Russia. Interna-
tionally recognized, he represents the classical branch of modern jazz. The
musician plays the violin, piano, electronic organ, vibraphone, flugelhorn,
tenor saxophone, double bass, and other instruments. His interest in jazz
arose when he was a 15-year-old student at the Secondary Special Music
School of the Leningrad (St. Petersburg) Conservatory. An important stage
of his development as a jazz musician was his work with the famous Jazz
Orchestra of Joseph Weinstein. In 1968, he became the director of the Jazz
Music Ensemble, with which he toured the globe. In the 1990, he estab-
lished the Chetvero quartet. David Goloshchekin has performed with many
jazz stars, such as Benny Golson, Monty Alexander, Billy Taylor, Wynton
Marsalis, Woody Shaw, Barry Harris, Igor Butman, Vadim Eilenkrig, and
Valery Kiselev. He is active as an artist both in Russia and abroad. He is
a professor at the Herzen State Pedagogical University of Russia.

Professor Yuri Simonov is a Peo-
ple’s Artist of the USSR, a holder
of the Order For Merit to the Fa-
therland of the 4" and 3™ degrees
and Order of Honour of Russia,
the Officer’s Cross of the Hun-
garian Order of Merit, the Com-
mander Cross of the Romanian
Order of the Crown and the Order
of Merit in Culture of Poland. He
was awarded the Gold Medal of the Honorary Music Worker of the In-
ternational Association of Musicians. He is also a laureate of the Moscow
Government Award in literature and art, an honorary professor of Sara-
tov State Conservatory and the M. M. Ippolitov-Ivanov State Music and
Pedagogical Institute.

He graduated from the Leningrad (St. Petersburg) Conservatory where
he studied viola with Professor Yuri Kramarov (1965) and opera-sym-
phony conducting under Professor Nikolai Rabinovich (1969). He be-
came a laureate of the 2" Soviet Union Competition of conductors in
Moscow, 1966, and was invited to the Kislovodsk Philharmonia as the
Chief Conductor of its Symphony Orchestra in 1967. In 1968, Yuri Si-
monov became the first Soviet conductor to win the 5" International
Competition of Orchestra Conductors of Santa Cecilia National Acad-
emy (Italy). Shortly after, Evgeny Mravinsky invited him to become an
assistant conductor at the Leningrad Philharmonia. In 1969, Yuri Si-
monov made his debut at the Bolshoi Theatre with Aida by Giuseppe
Verdi and he held the position of chief conductor there from 1970 to
1985. He became the Artistic Director and Chief Conductor of the Aca-
demic Symphony Orchestra of the Moscow Philharmonia.

In 1980s and 1990s, Yuri Simonov performed with the most prominent
symphony orchestras of Europe, USA, Canada and Japan. He has par-
ticipated in numerous international festivals, staged a number of operas
at the largest theatres of the UK, France, Italy, Germany, Czech Republic,
Hungary, the USA. At the beginning of the 1990s, Yuri Simonov was
the chief guest conductor of the Buenos Aires Philharmonic Orchestra
(Argentina) and in 1994-2002, he worked as the music director of the
ONB — Belgian National Orchestra (Brussels). He has also been a guest
conductor at the Hungarian State Opera House for more than 30 years.
In 1978-1991, Yuri Simonov gave lectures on opera and symphony con-
ducting at the Moscow Conservatory. He has been teaching at the M. M. Ip-
politov-Ivanov State Music and Pedagogical Institute since 2009.

Yuri Simonov has released numerous records by such labels as Melodia,
EMI, Collins Classics, Cypres, Hungaroton, Le Chant du Monde, Pannon
Classic, Sonora, Tring International. The DVDs with his performances at
the Bolshoi Theatre are also distributed by Kultur, an American record
label.

Nikolai Burov is a People’s Artist
of Russia. In 1974, he graduated
from the Leningrad State Insti-
tute of Theatre, Music and Cine-
matography, currently known as
the Russian State Institute of Per-
forming Arts. At different times,
he worked at the Leningrad State
Youth Theatre (the Bryantsev
Youth Theatre), and the Pushkin
State Academic Drama Theatre of
Russia (the Alexandrinsky The-
atre). He also collaborated with the Raykin Variety Theatre and the Kirov
State Academic Theatre of Opera and Ballet (the Mariinsky Theatre), with
the State Academic Capella of St. Petersburg and the St. Petersburg Aca-
demic Philharmonia. In addition, Burov worked a lot on the Leningrad
radio and television. His repertoire boasts more than 100 roles in vari-
ous genres on theatre scenes of Russia and other countries, including Italy,
Poland, Japan, Latvia, the Czech Republic, Estonia, Azerbaijan, Armenia,
and the USA, as well as more than 100 film roles. He has also participated
in numerous music projects of Yuri Temirkanov, Andrei Petrov, Vladimir
Begletsov, Krzysztof Penderecki, Nikolai Alexeev, Alexander Kantorow,
and Vladislav Chernushenko.

From 2005 to 2008, Nikolai Burov appeared as the Chairman of the
St. Petersburg Committee for Culture and an Actual State Counsellor
of the 3" Class of St. Petersburg, representing the culture of the city
during international forums in the USA, China, Japan, South Korea,
Israel, and European countries. Between 2008 and 2017, Burov worked
as the Director of the State Memorial Museum “St. Isaac’s Cathedral”,
and he is the author and the host of numerous television programmes.
Since 2018, he has been a permanent host on the TV channel Kultura.
Burov has been a Member of the Russian Union of Theatre Workers,
the Presidium of the St. Petersburg Public Council, as well as the
Toponymy Commission of St. Petersburg. He was appointed thrice
as the Advisor on Cultural Affairs to the St. Petersburg Governor
(2003, 2011, 2018). He is the author of five monographs on cultural
studies and museum education and has also written articles in vari-
ous cultural magazines. In 2004, he founded the Charity Fund of
cultural initiatives named “Alexandrinsky”.

Nikolai Burov has received state awards of the Russian Federation,
the Russian Orthodox Church. He is an Honorary Member of the
Russian Academy of Arts and a laureate of the Nicholas Roerich In-
ternational Prize. Burov became an Honoured Worker of Culture of
Poland in 2006. He is also a Professor of the St. Petersburg Humani-
tarian University of Trade Unions.

Denis Bystrov is the Vice Rector
for Study and Educational Work
at the St. Petersburg Conserva-
tory, an Associate Professor of
the Woodwind Instruments De-
partment. He is a laureate of the
International Chamber Music
Competition ARD (Germany,
2001) and the London Classical
Music Competition (UK, 2022).
Denis Bystrov was awarded the
Medal for the “Humanization of
School in St. Petersburg” (2015)
and received the Letter of Ap-
preciation from the Minister of
Culture of Russia for the great
contribution to culture development and long fruitful work (2021).
Denis Bystrov completed his specialist’s and postgraduate studies at the
St. Petersburg Conservatory (the class of oboe under Associate Professor

» The St. Petersburg Conservatory Choir

The St. Petersburg Conservatory Choir was founded in 1925. Over
a century-long Choir’s history, its repertoire has covered all genres
of Western choral classics, sacred and secular Russian music, and
the works of contemporary composers. The Choir has been led at
various times by such esteemed conductors as Alexander Yegorov,
Ivan Poltavtsev, Avenir Mikhailov, and Valentin Nesterov. Since 1982
until 2019 the Choir was directed by Professor Valery Uspensky. At
present the Artistic Director and conductor of the Choir is the Dean
of the Composition and Conducting Faculty Professor Sergei Eki-
mov. The Choir has performed with the St. Petersburg Philharmo-
nia Orchestra, the St. Petersburg State Orchestra, and the Unified
Youth Orchestra under the direction of such renowned conductors
as Claudio Abbado, Yuri Temirkanov, Alexander Dmitriev, Vladimir
Fedoseyev, and Ravil Martynov. The Choir has toured throughout
Russia and beyond its borders, and has participated in many All-
Russian and international choral festivals and competitions.

» The St. Petersburg Conservatory
Chamber Choir

The Chamber Choir was created by the Head of the Choral Con-
ducting Department Anton Maximov in 2021. It gives the young
conductors an opportunity to work with a choir while student
composers can gain the essential experience in creating choral
scores. The Choir is comprised of junior students of the Composi-
tion and Choral Conducting Departments.

The Choir maintains an intensive concert schedule. It has participated in
the world premieres of “The Monasteries of the Russian North” — the
symphony-cantata for a mixed choir, horn orchestra and percussion in-
struments, composed by Evgeny Petrov, “The Chinese Radiance” — the
cantata composed by Yang Jinpeng and “The Tale about Kozma Minin
and the city Nizhny Novgorod” — the collaborative composition by An-
ton Tanonov and Sergei Ekimov. The Choir has also participated in the
performance of the oratorio “The Creation” by Joseph Haydn, and the
Liturgy of St. John Chrysostom by Sergei Rachmaninoff. It regularly en-
riches its repertoire with compositions created by the students, graduates
and lecturers of the St. Petersburg Conservatory. The Choir is led by the
Artistic Director Anton Maximov and the choirmaster Jeanna Korotkaya.

» Jazz Philharmonic Orchestra

Jazz Philharmonic Orchestra is the only state professional big band in
St. Petersburg. It has won the Youth Award of the St. Petersburg Govern-
ment and became a laureate of the Award for merit in Russian art. The
orchestra is directed by Yuri Bogatyryov (tenor saxophone) and Alexan-
der Kozlov (trombone).

The idea of creating a big band that would follow the best traditions
of the renowned American jazz orchestras belongs to the saxophonists
Sergei Bogdanov and Kirill Bubyakin.

The orchestra made its debut in 2009 and it became part of the St. Pe-
tersburg Jazz Philharmonic Hall in 2018. Throughout the years, the
Orchestra has presented numerous thematic concerts at well-known
cultural venues of St. Petersburg, participated in the Olympics open-
ing ceremony in Sochi, collaborated with famous Russian and foreign
musicians, such as the People’s Artist of Russia David Goloshchekin, the
Honoured Art Worker of Russia Anatoly Kalvarsky, Valery Ponomaryov,
Dmitri Bayevsky, Stephen Triffitt, Marjorie Barnes, Mandy Gaines, Ja-
mie Davis, Capathia Jenkins, Charenee Wade, LaKisha Ann Jones, John
Marshall, Chris Byars, Todd Herbert, Caspar Van Wijk, Lars Meller, Syl-
via Howard, Denise King, Michelle Walker, Sibel Kose, etc.

Nikolai Rubinstein, a distinguished musician, brilliant pianist and
conductor, established the Moscow Conservatory in 1866. At different
times the Conservatory was chaired by Sergei Taneyev, Vladimir Safonov,
Mikhail Ippolitov-Ivanov, Alexander Goldenveiser, Konstantin Igumnov,
Genrikh Neigauz, Vissarion Shebalin, Alexander Sveshnikov, and others.
Among its professors were such prominent musicians as Pyotr Tchai-
kovsky, Reinhold Gliere, Nikolai Myaskovsky, Dmitri Shostakovich, Lev
Oborin, Vladimir Sofronitsky, David Oistrakh, Ksenia Erdely, Antonina
Nezhdanova, Alexander Gauk, and Nikolai Golovanov. Among the stu-
dents and alumni of the conservatory there were such famous compos-
ers, performers, conductors, and music experts as Aram Khachaturyan,
Rodion Shchedrin, Sofia Gubaidulina, Evgeny Svetlanov, Gennady Rozh-
destvensky, Sviatoslav Richter, Emil Gigels, Yakov Flier, Leonid Kogan, Vik-
tor Tretyakov, Mstislav Rostropovich, Natalia Gutman, Vera Dulova, Yury
Keldysh, Valentina Konen, Leo Masel, and Boris Yarustovsky. Currently,
the Moscow Conservatory is one of the best higher schools of music in
the world. There is a wide range of music education institutions within the
framework of the Conservatory.

Different orchestral and
choral ensembles were established at the Conservatory and are success-
fully leading their creative life on its basis. Among them are the Concert
Symphony Orchestra initiated by Gennady Rozhdestvensky, two Cham-
ber Orchestras, the Moscow Conservatory Choir, the Chamber Choir and
also instrumental ensembles — Moscow Trio, M. Glinka State Quartet,
Brahms-trio, Prokofiev State Quartet, Shostakovich State Quartet, Mark
Pekarsky Percussion Ensemble, Rusquartet. The Sergei Taneyev Conserva-
tory Science and Music Library is one of the largest Russian archives of
books and sheet music. There are also Grand, Small, and Rachmaninoff
halls which play a big role in the life of the institution and in the creation
of its unique creative atmosphere. Many students get the opportunity to
demonstrate their performance skills in the Conservatory halls. Conserva-
tory annually organises hundreds of concerts in its own halls and in many

Alexander Tchaikovsky is a People’s Art-
ist of Russia, an Honoured Art Worker of
the RSFSR (1988), a holder of the Order
of Friendship for the development of na-
tional culture and art, mass media and many
years of fruitful work (2016), a laureate of
the Russian Government Award in Culture
(2017) and the Russian State Award (2025).
He graduated from the Moscow Central
Music School of the Moscow Conservatory
where he studied piano under Professor
Heinrich Neuhaus. In 1972, he graduated
from the Moscow Conservatory, specialising
in piano under Professor Lev Naumov and
in composition under Professor Tikhon Khrennikov. He mastered composition
under Professor Tikhon Khrennikov’s guidance, as well, during his postgraduate
studies.

Alexander Tchaikovsky is one of the most prominent contemporary composers
in Russia. Musical theatre plays the leading role in his career — he has composed
fourteen operas, three ballets, musicals and an operetta. He has also created seven
symphonies, a series of instrumental concerts accompanied by an orchestra, many
choral, vocal and chamber-instrumental compositions.

He holds the position of an artistic director of the Moscow State Academic Phil-
harmonia and he is the honorary chairman of the Union of Composers of Russia.
Alexander Tchaikovsky was the Rector of the St. Petersburg Conservatory from
2005 to 2008. He is now a Professor and the Head of the Composition Department
at the Moscow Conservatory. There are such prominent composers among his
former students as Pavel Singer, Andrei Kasparov, Adrian Korchinsky, Alexander
Pravednikov, Dmitri Ryabtsev, Alexei Syumak, Olga Alyushina, Kuzma Bodrov,
Tikhon Khrennikov Jr., etc.

Alexander Tchaikovsky takes great interest in collaborating with young compos-
ers. He is the Artistic Director and initiator of the Youth Academies of Russia Mu-
sic Festival, co-head of the jury at the Russian Competition of Young Composers’
Music for Symphonic Orchestra which is part of the Another Space International

The Magnitogorsk M. I. Glinka State Conservatory (Academy) is
a complex institution of higher education, comprising three levels of
professional musical education: primary, secondary, and higher edu-
cation, as well as postgraduate studies and assistant internship pro-
grammes. The history of the institution began in 1939 when a music
college was founded by the conductor Semyon Eidinov in Magni-
togorsk that had recently been founded at the time. The system of mu-
sical professional education in Magnitogorsk was developed by the stu-
dents of Boleslav Yavorsky, a renowned art worker, social activist and
musicologist, namely, the pianist Lev Averbukh, the composer Vasily
Dekhterev, conductor and composer Alexei Sulerzhitsky.

The Belgorod State University of Arts and Culture traces its
history back to the founding of a cultural and educational col-
lege in 1960. Forty years later, on 21 June 2000, based on a resolu-
tion of the Head of the Administration of the Belgorod Region,
the Belgorod State University of Culture was founded. It would
become one of the leading educational institutions in the area.

The University consists of five faculties, an art school, a re-
gional centre of advanced professional education, an educational
and cultural centre with twenty-two creative groups, an inter-
national centre, a centre of Slavic culture, and a public relations
department.

Dejan Savi¢ is the cultural advisor
to the President of Serbia. He is
one of the most prominent Serbian
conductors, a pedagogue and cul-
tural worker, a member of Serbian
Academy of Sciences and Arts. He
is the holder of the Recognition
Award for Outstanding Contribu-
tion to National Culture of Serbia,
the Medal of the Russian Ministry
of Foreign Affairs for cultural co-
operation, the Order of the Star of
Italy for contribution in culture, the
Order pro Merito Melitensi for cul-
tural cooperation (Malta). He has also received various prestigious nation-
al awards in culture, such as the Vuk Award, the Zlatni beocug Award, etc.
Dejan Savi¢ studied the violin, cello and double bass. He graduated as a
conductor from the University of Arts in Belgrade and became the first
masters graduate of the conducting programme in the history of the
Academy of Arts in Novi Sad.

He is one of the founders of the Belgrade Youth Philharmonic Orchestra
named after Borislav Pag¢an. In 1987-1991, Dejan Savi¢ appeared as the
permanent guest-conductor of the Choir and Orchestra of the ERT Greek
Radio and Television. He held the position of the Artistic Director and
Conductor of the Ni§ Symphony Orchestra (Serbia) from 1989 to 1993.
In 1993-2022, he worked at the Belgrade National Theatre where he start-
ed as an opera and ballet conductor and made his way to the positions
of chief conductor, opera director and general director, becoming the first
musician to take the office in the history of the theatre. In 2024, he became
amember of Serbian Academy of Sciences and Arts. Dejan Savic is the first
Conductor to be honoured with the Academy membership in two centu-
ries of its history.

His extensive repertoire includes every genre from opera and symphony
to chamber and choral music. As a conductor, Dejan Savi¢ has performed
with every symphony orchestra and opera ensemble in Serbia. He con-
sistently participated in the acclaimed festivals in Serbia.

» The Yerevan Komitas
State Conservatory (Armenia)

The history of the Yerevan Komitas State Conservatory dates back
to 1921. It began with the Yerevan Music Studio that was turned into
a musical institution of higher education two years later. The first Ar-
menian Conservatory was established and headed by Romanos Me-
likyan — a well-educated musician, composer and choral conductor,
a graduate of the Moscow Conservatory. The Yerevan Conservatory
became one of the first musical institutions that established an Orien-
tal Instruments Faculty. The Conservatory was named after Komitas
in 1946.

From the very first years, the Yerevan Conservatory has been pre-
serving and following the traditions of national composition art that
had already been formed by the mid-19" century. It was represented
by such prominent composers as Komitas, Christopher Kara-Murza,
Arman Tigranyan, etc. There are such renowned musicians among
the Conservatory graduates as Mikael Tariverdiev, Mikael Avetisyan,
Svetlana Navasardyan, Anahit Nersisyan, Tigran Mansurian and
many others.

Today, the Conservatory is actively developing as an institution
of higher education. A Branch of the Conservatory was opened in
Gyumri in 1997.
